Dear Friend, 

As I am writing this, here we stand, today, 1,479 days of war....and 1,479 days of supporting 

and serving the precious orphans of war-torn Ukraine. 

Just today, I was reflecting back on all the stories I have heard, seen and even experienced in our 

serving now 21 Ukrainian orphanages and the Children's Dept. in Izmail City Hospital. 

But of ALL the stories I can think of, there are THREE that stand out. 

I will tell you the WHOLE story at another time, but what reminded me of this story which    

happened during the first five weeks of the war in February and March, 2022, happened as I 

was reviewing the weekly lists of urgent needsour Ukrainian staff send me from the orphanages 

we serve and the Izmail Hospital Children's Dept. 

Among them are requests for desperately-needed medicines and medical supplies, fuel for their 

back-up generators, food, clothes, soaps and detergents, but one stood out & triggered a 

memory! 

Today, Kymitiv orphanage is asking for 10 

beds....complete with bedframes, headboards, mattress-

es, pillows, comforters, all linens (two sets)...the cost is 

estimated at $200-250 per making the entire set of ten 

costing us $2000-2500. 

In that first month of the war, it wasn't long before 

Sveta heard from Yuri, the Basan village orphanage  

director, a facility in Chernigov region which was in 

the path of the Russian forces in their 2022 invasion. 

Yuri called Sveta and he quietly told her the horrible news in whispers, (knowing that if  he was 

overheard he could quickly be sent to jail in Russia), that Russian soldiers decided to occupy their 

entire orphanage, sleep in the orphans' beds, pushing these children 6-17 years old out & forcing 

them to find any nook or cranny they could find for a place to sleep...unbelievable, but not 

surprising since Putin's forces have taken over 20,000 Ukrainian children,        

kidnapped, abducted, to Russia! 

When Sveta would call from time-to-time and check on Yuri and the orphans, their secret signal 

so as to not alert the Russians would go like this: SVETA: “How is everything Yuri? Any chang-

es?" YURI: "No, our 'guests' are still here," he'd whisper into the phone.

Towards the end of March, the 

Ukrainian army was able to 

push the Russians out, but not 

before the main city of the     

region, Chernigov, was 70%    

destroyed! 

To add insult to injury, when the 

Russians were forced to retreat, 

they took all the orphans' mat-

tresses with them to send back 

home through the Belarussian 

postal system! 

Since then, we've replaced what the Russians 

stole from the orphans....with all new beds. 

You can see now why I was reminded of 

this when the request for 10 beds 

showed up on our list from one of our 

orphanages this past week! 

One scripture comes to mind when 

thinking of the Russian soldiers stealing 

the orphans' mattresses right from un-

der them:  

“But whoever causes one of 

these little ones who be-

lieve and trust in Me to stumble [that is, to sin 

or lose faith], it would be better for him if a 

heavy millstone [one requiring a donkey’s 

strength to turn it] were hung around 

his neck and he were thrown into the sea." Mark 9:42 

Yes, 1,479 days and counting...God has been so 

good to us providing through friends like you so 

that we can help these precious children in every 

way we can.

It's been over four years since the beginning of the was, & during 

that time we have had the privilege of serving 21 orphanages 

and their children across war-torn Ukraine, and the 

Children's Dept. in Izmail City Hospital. 

We've gone from six orphanages before the war, to                      

21 now....WHY? Because we reached out asking our current       

orphanage directors if  they knew of other orphanages who    

needed help.....of course, they did....and vouched for the ones they 

recommended. 

Over the past year,      

orphanage directors 

can't believe that we're 

still there with them - week in, week out - providing 

food, medicines, fuel for back-up generators, repairs 

and renovations, school supplies, beds for the bomb 

shelters, and more...plus, our two Ukrainian            

orphanage ministry teams visit regularly, bringing the 

Good News and Love of God to the children, risking 

their own safety to travel as much as four hours to be 

with these precious orphans... 

The subject line in this letter "PLEASE, PLEASE 

DON'T GIVE UP ON US OR OUR CHILDREN" was voiced by one of those orphanage        

directors...to which we reply, 'WE ARE HERE FOR YOU, DON'T WORRY...YOU HAVEN'T 

GIVEN UP, AND WE'RE NOT GIVING UP." 

And one reason I can say that with faith & confidence 

is because God has been miraculously        

providing through YOU and so many others, 

with PRAYERS and with                                       

GENEROUS FINANCIAL SUPPORT. 

Over these last 1,497 days of war, I HAVE NEVER 

HAD TO SAY "NO" TO A VALID REQUEST AN        

ORPHANAGE DIRECTOR HAS SENT TO ME....I am 

blessed that no time have I had to say "NO" because 

we DIDN'T have the money....but I've always been 

SERVING 21 UKRAINIAN ORPHANAGES & THE CHILDREN’S DEPT. IN IZMAIL HOSPITAL 



blessed to be able to say 'YES!' 

THANK YOU again for standing with us, and along with us 

NOT FORGETTING THESE PRECIOUS CHILDREN in their         

ongoing struggle to live in the midst of difficult conditions 

and the war that goes on all around them! 

May the Lord richly bless you for ALL you do!
